Why do you use a Clapper Board?
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Sound and Picture Synchronisation

The clapping gives avisual =
‘moment’ whichyou film [ : In editing, match the visual

(the sight clapperboard closing) & -
moment with the audio
If you don’t have a clapperboard you can ' moment and your ﬁlm’s sound

simply clap your hands, once, loudly . :
and picture will be
synchronised.

... and an audio moment

which you record through

your audio recorder
(the noise of the
clapperboard)
